By Province ferry: To Guraidho from Male.  Followed by a 2& 

half Hrs  Loacal Ferry booat (Dhoani) 

Transfers: The hotel is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) 

from either the airport or the Male / from the hotel. 

Accommodation Comprises 9 Rooms, 4 Comfort Double rooms with balcony  .5 

deluxe Garden view twin or double.  The rooms are large with a 

cozy sitting area, some have recessed seating areas.  Some open 

out onto a small terrace and others look over the garden.  All 

rooms have air conditioning, fans, showers (no bath tubs), 

bathrobes and internet. Complimentary bottled water (one bottle 

per guest per day).   There are 2 rooms with easy access for 

wheelchair users. Plentiful hot water is supplied.  

Dining Our restaurant serving a table d’hote menu, offering Maldivian, 

Continental and some Oriental food.  Food is decided by guests 

in discussion with their hosts and most tastes can be catered for.  

Meals are taken in different places, depending on the weather.  If 

not in the large dining room, they may be on the in garden.  Al 

fresco dining here whenever possible.  Guests often end up eating 

together here as a sort of ‘house party’ atmosphere often develops 

with guests making friends for life.  However, guests may choose 

to eat at their own tables if they want to.   Breakfast are included 

in the nightly room rate.

payments in foreign currency, the Hotel accepts US dollars, 

Pound Sterling and Euros.

When to go / climate Maldives has some major climactic fluctuations.  During Jun and 

July, it can be Lot raining and windy.  August to May  are getting 

fairly hot and it begins to get  hot in May. (temperature 32 C 

between 28 C).   

Opening and closing The hotel remains open All the days 

Pests Mosquitoes are not a major problem but they do tend to come out 

in the evenings and early mornings in the Rainy months.  All rooms 

have full insect protection screens on the windows.  Coils are 

provided when dining outside, should anyone require one. The 

property has a pest control programme.
