The Holy Month of Ramadan 
Ramadan is the ninth month of the Islamic calendar and is observed by Muslims worldwide as a period
of fasting, prayer, and reflection. During this time, Muslims fast daily from dawn until sunset.

Ramadan is expected to begin around Tuesday, 17 February; however, the exact start is confirmed by
the official sighting of the new moon and may vary. This is followed by the festive celebration of Eid
Al‑Fitr, marking the end of the month‑long fast.

Cultural Sensitivity
We kindly remind guests to observe local customs during the Holy Month:

Kindly refrain from eating, drinking, or smoking in public areas where food and beverage service is
not provided.
Modest attire is required in all public spaces.
